BYLAWS
Of
THE CHICKASAW ARCHERY CLUB, INC.

ARTICLE I – OFFICES
	The principal office of the corporation in the state of Kentucky shall be located in the County of Bullitt, State of Kentucky, at 800 Pitts Point Rd, P.O. Box 934, Shepherdsville, Kentucky, 40165 and said corporation shall have such other offices, either within or without the State of Kentucky, as the Board of Directors may designate or as the interests of the corporation may require from time to time. 
ARTICLE II – MEMBERSHIP
	SECTION 1. MEMBERSHIP
· Single membership is one adult, age 18 or older
· Family membership includes head of household, spouse and children living at home under the age of 18
· Youth (Associate) membership: a single individual under age of 18.  Application signed by parent/guardian and receives only discounted shooting fees for club sponsored events.  An “Associate” member does NOT receive the Club gate and door combinations.
	SECTION 2.  DUES
· The amount of yearly dues will be regulated by the Board of Directors.  
· Memberships are good for one year from the date of original Club application at which time each member must renew their membership.
· Members shall have a grace period of thirty (30) calendar days to pay their annual dues, after which their name(s) will be removed from the Club roster.
	SECTION 3.  CLUB RULES
· No discharge of firearms on club property
· No vandalism or defacing of club property
· No broadheads allowed, unless specified for a shoot
· No range finders allowed on 3D course, unless specified for that shoot
· No person shall be allowed on Club property that appears to be on or consuming drugs, intoxicated or consuming alcohol 
· No person (except workers) is allowed on the 3D/Field range while course being set
· No members shall ever give out lock combinations or keys to any non-member except with approval of Board of Directors
· No person shall ever shoot at anything other than designated targets
Amendments to Club Rules:  Proposals for amending Club Rules must be submitted in writing to the Board of Directors and must be approved by a majority vote of the Board of Directors
Violation of Club Rules:  Membership may be revoked without refund of dues for violation of Club Rules.  Reason for expulsion shall be defined as the findings by the Board of Directors.  Directors have the right to impose a fine up to $25.00 as a lesser penalty.
Right of Appeal:  members will be given opportunity to appeal such action at a regularly scheduled meeting of the Board of Directors and present their case to the Board.  If warranted, the President may form an “Appeals Committee”, comprised of four (4) general members of Chickasaw Archery Club, to then hear the “Appeal” and make a recommendation back to the Board of Directors.

	SECTION 3. CLUB BUILDING/GROUNDS UTILIZATION
Requests for utilization of Chickasaw Archery Club building or grounds shall be made in writing and presented at a regular monthly membership meeting at least one (1) month before the requested activity.

Requests must state:
· What is the activity
· Date and time frame of the activity
· Responsible person(s): name, address, phone number
· Number of anticipated participants
 
Approval of requests for Club building or grounds utilization, which is not a regular Club activity within the Club building or upon Club grounds, must be approved by a majority vote of the board of directors and Club membership present at a regular monthly membership meeting.

	SECTION 4.  ANNUAL MEETING:  The annual meeting of the membership shall be held on the last Saturday of August, annual membership day, each year, at or around the hour of 2:00 pm.  The purpose of this meeting shall be:
· Election of Club Officers and Board of Directors
· Annual Presidents report
· Annual treasurers report
· Annual budget review
· Other business as determined by the Club membership   
	SECTION 5.  SPECIAL MEETINGS:  Special meetings of the membership for any purpose, or purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute may be called by the President at the request of the membership representing at least 25 percent of the members, or at the request of the President with not less than two (2) weeks notice of the time, place and purpose of the meeting.
	SECTION 6.  PLACE OF MEETING:  The Board of Directors may designate any place, either within or without the State of Kentucky, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, as the place of meeting for any annual or special meeting called by the Board of Directors.  If no designation is made, or if a special meeting be otherwise called, the place of meeting shall be Chickasaw Archery Club, 800 Pitts Point Rd., Shepherdsville, KY 40165. 
	SECTION 7.  NOTICE OF MEETING:  The notice of designating the time, place and purpose of the meeting shall be placed on the Chickasaw Archery Club website, and shall be given at least two (2) weeks prior to the date of the meeting.  
	SECTION 8.  VOTING:  To vote:
· A member must be in good standing for 60 days
· Each single membership shall have one vote in club matters
· Each family membership can have two votes, both of which must be an adult
· Youth Associate members have no voting privileges
	  


ARTICLE III – BOARD OF DIRECTORS
	SECTION 1.  GENERAL POWERS:  The business and affairs of the corporation shall be managed by its Board of Directors.
	SECTION 2. NUMBER, TENURE & QUALIFICATIONS:  The number of Directors of the corporation shall be not less than six (6) and not more than eight (8).  The term of each Director shall be one (1) year.  Directors shall be eligible for re-nomination and re-election each year.    
	SECTION 3.  REGULAR MEETING:  A regular meeting of the Board of Directors shall be held without other notice than this bylaw immediately after, and at the same place as, the annual meeting of the membership.  The Board of Directors shall have a regular meeting, which will be the first Monday of each month, unless this day falls on a holiday, in which case it shall take place the second Monday of the same month.  The Board of Directors may provide, by resolution, the time and place for the holding of additional regular meetings without other notice than such resolution.
Meetings of Chickasaw Archery Club shall be conducted in accordance with the following Order of Business:
	1.	Call to Order
	2.	Introduction of guest and new members
	3.	Reading of “Minutes” of last meeting
	4.	Treasurer’s Report
	5.	Report of Officers
	6.	Report of Committees
	7.	Old/Unfinished business
	8.	New business
	9.	Setting of date of next meeting

	SECTION 4. QUORUM:  A two-thirds majority of the Board of Directors of the Corporation represented in person shall constitute a quorum at a meeting for every purpose including changing of the Articles of Incorporation, amending Club Bylaws and dissolving the Corporation.  Even if enough members withdraw from a given meeing so that there is then less than a quorum, the remaining members of the Board of Directors present at a meeting where a quorum has been initially established may continue to transact all and any Corporation business until adjournment.  	
	SECTION 5.  SPECIAL MEETINGS:  Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by or at the request of the President or any two directors.  The person, or persons, authorized to call special meetings of the Board of Directors may fix the place for holding any special meeting of the Board of Directors called by them.
	SECTION 6.  NOTICE:  Notice of any special meeting shall be given at least five (5) days previously thereto by written notice or delivered in person or mailed to each Director at his business address, or by telegram.  Any Director at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except where a Director attends a meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business because the meeting is not lawfully called or convened.
	SECTION 7.  ABANDONMENT:  Any elected member of the Board of Directors shall be considered to have abandoned their position on the Board if missing more than two (2) “regular meetings” in succession, unless the Board is notified of intended absence.
	SECTION 8.  VACANCIES:  Any vacancy occurring in the Board of Directors may be filled by the affirmative vote of a majority of the remaining Directors though less than a quorum of the Board of Directors, unless otherwise provided by law.  A Director elected to fill a vacancy shall be elected only for the unexpired term, until a special meeting is called to replace him, or elect him for a longer period.  Any Director to be elected to the Board to increase the number of the Board of Directors shall be elected by the membership, and the Board of Directors shall not have the power or authority to increase the number of the Board of Directors.
	
ARTICLE IV – OFFICERS
	SECTION 1.  NUMBER:  The officers of the corporation shall be a President, Vice-President, a Secretary and a Treasurer, each of whom shall be elected by the membership at the annual meeting or at a special meeting called for that purpose.  Such other officers and assistant officers as may be deemed necessary may be recommended to the membership by the Board of Directors, but must be elected by the membership.
	SECTION 2.  ELECTION AND TERM OF OFFICE:  Each officer shall be elected to hold office for one (1) year or until his successor shall have been duly elected and shall have qualified or until removed from office for cause, or in event of death or resignation or in any manner hereinafter provided.  Elected officers shall be eligible for re-nomination and re-election each year.
	SECTION 3.  REMOVAL:  Any officer or agent elected or appointed by the Board of Directors or the membership may be removed by the Board of Directors whenever, in its judgment, the best interests of the corporation would be served thereby, but such removal may be subject to review by the membership within thirty (30) days from date of action, and such removal shall be without prejudice to the contract of right, if any, of the person so removed.
	SECTION 4.  VACANCIES:  A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal, disqualification or otherwise, may be filled by appointment of the Board of Directors for the unexpired portion of the term.
	SECTION 5.  PRESIDENT:  The President shall be the principal executive officer of the corporation and, subject to the control of the Board of Directors, shall in general supervise and control all of the business and affairs of the corporation.  He shall, when present, preside at all meetings of the membership and of the Board of Directors.  In general he shall perform all duties incident to the office of President and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors from time to time.
	SECTION 6.  VICE-PRESIDENT:  In the absence of the President or in event of his death, inability or refusal to act, the Vice-President shall perform the duties of the President, and when so acting, shall have all powers of and be subject to all the restriction upon the President.  The Vice-President shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President or by the Board of Directors.
	SECTION 7.  SECRETARY:  The Secretary shall: (a) keep the minutes of the membership and Director’s meetings in one or more books provided for that purpose: (b) see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these Bylaws or as required by law: (c) be custodian of the corporate records and of the seal of the corporation and see that the seal of the corporation is affixed to all documents, the execution of which on behalf of the corporation under its seal is duly authorized: (d) keep a register of the names and post office addresses of each member which shall be furnished to the Secretary by such member: (e) and in general perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President or by the Board of Directors.
	SECTION 8.  TREASURER:  If required by the Board of Directors, the Treasurer shall have a bond for the faithful discharge of the duties of Treasurer in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the Board of Directors shall determine.  He shall: (a) have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and securities of the corporation, receive and give receipts for moneys due and payable to the corporation from any source what so ever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of the corporation in such banks, trust companies or other depositaries as shall be designated in accordance with these Bylaws: and (b) in general perform all of the duties incident to the office of Treasurer and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President or by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE V – CONTRACTS, LOANS, CHECKS & DEPOSITS
	SECTION 1.  CONTRACTS:  The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or officers, agent or agents, to enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on behalf of the corporation in any amounts not exceeding One Hundred dollars ($100.00).  Any amount of moneys or property to be conveyed, disposed of, or any obligation of the corporation which may be assumed or create a legal obligation on the said corporation shall be approved by the membership if the value or interest thereof shall exceed One Hundred dollars ($100.00).
	SECTION 2.  LOANS:  No loans shall be contracted on behalf of the corporation in excess of One Hundred dollars ($100.00) without approval of the membership of the corporation as provided by the Bylaws.
	SECTION 3.  CHECKS, DRAFTS, etc:  All checks, drafts or other orders for the payment of money, notes or other evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the corporation, shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or agents, of the corporation and in the manner as shall from time-to-time be determined by resolution of the Board of Directors and each payment of money, note or other evidence of indebtedness issued shall be accompanied by a resolution of the Board of Directors stating the authority for payment and date and approval of the membership in the event it shall exceed the sum of One Hundred dollars ($100.00).
	SECTION 4.  DEPOSITS:  All funds of the corporation not otherwise employed shall be deposited from time-to-time to the credit of the corporation in such banks, trust companies or other depositaries as the Board of Directors may select.

ARTICLE VI – FISCAL YEAR
	The fiscal year of the corporation shall begin on the first day of September and end on the thirty-first day of August each year.  

ARTICLE VII – SEAL
	The Board of Directors shall provide a corporate seal which shall be circular in form and shall have inscribed thereon the name of the corporation and the State of incorporation and the words “Corporate Seal”.

ARTICLE VIII – WAIVER OF NOTICE
	Unless otherwise provided by law, whenever any notice is required to be given to any member or Director of the corporation under the provision of the Bylaws or under the provisions of the articles of incorporation, a waiver thereof in writing, signed by the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time stated therein, shall be deemed equivalent to the giving of such notice.

ARTICLE IX – AMENDMENTS
	These Bylaws may be altered, amended, or repealed and new Bylaws may be adopted by a vote of the membership representing a two-thirds (2/3) majority of all the voting members registered on the books of the corporation at the time the notice of such meeting was sent out or at a regular annual meeting by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of all members present at such a meeting provided a quorum has been met and the meeting is properly convened.
	These Bylaws were adopted by a majority vote of the Board of Directors at a meeting at Chickasaw Archery Club, 800 Pitts Point Rd, Shepherdsville, KY, 40165, properly called on __________ ____ 20___, and the President and Secretary of said corporation were directed to acknowledge the adoption by the Board of Directors and affix their signatures thereto this _____ day of ___________ 20___.
