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The club rules of Chickasaw Archery Club are to supplement the Articles
of Incorporation and By-laws. The government of the club rules shall be
under the control and supervision of the Board of the Directors (reference
Articles of Incorporation; Article 5).

MEMBERSHIP:
(a) Single Membership is one adult, age 18 or older.
(b) Family Membership includes head of household, spouse and
children living at home under the age of 18.
(c) Youth Associate member; a single individual under age of 18.
Application signed by parent/guardian and receives only
discounted shooting fees for club sponsored events.

Voting: To vote a member must be in good standing for 60 days.
Each single membership shall have one vote in club matters.

(b) Each family membership can have two votes, both of which

must be an adult.

c) Youth Associate members have no voting privileges.
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Responsibilities: A member of Chickasaw Archery Club shall:

a) know and abide by all club rules

b) conduct themselves in a good sportsmanlike manner

c) help police the club facilities and grounds

d) ensure all locks are secured whenever they are last fo leave

e) agree to contribute in the operation, maintenance or

betterment of the club.

be responsible for their guests; please remember * first time

welcome, second time enjoy, third time join”

g) report any unsafe condition found to a director so condition
can be corrected.
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DUES
Memberships are good for one year at which time each member
must renew or lose membership.
The amount of yearly dues will be regulated by the Board of
Directors and Membership.
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Meetings of Chickasaw Archery Club shall be conducted in
accordance with the following Order of Business:
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Call to Order, Introduction of guests and new members.
Reading of Minutes of last meeting and Treasurer’s Report.
Reports of Officers and Committees.

Old and Unfinished Business.

New Business.

Adjournment

At all meetings any issue brought before the meeting that
requires a vote, shall be deemed as passed by the entire
membership if passed by a majority of those present at such
meeting. This does not include voting affecting the Articles of
Incorporation, amending bylaws, dissolution of corporation and
amending club rule.

TOURNAMENTS
Tournaments and leagues, including classes, payouts, awards,
scoring etc... will be scheduled and governed by directors on a
yearly basis and at request and recommendations of the
membership.

STANDING RULES

1. No discharge of firearms on club property.

2. No vandalism or defacing of club property.

3. No broadheads allowed unless specified for a shoot.

4. No range finders allowed on 3D course, unless specified for
that shoot.

5. No person shall be allowed on club property that appears to
be on drugs, intoxicated or consuming alcohol or drugs.

6. No person (except workers) is allowed on the 3D/Field range
while course is being set.

7. No member shall ever give out lock combinations or keys to
any non-member except with approval of board of directors.

8. No person shall ever shoot at anything other than designated
targets.

9. No overnight camping permitted on club property without
approval of board of directors.

ADMENDMENTS

To create or make amendment to a club rule; it must be submitted
in writing to the board and approved by a majority of the board.
Then approved by a 2/3 majority vote of members present at a
regular meeting.
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Membership may be revoked without refund of dues, for but not limited
to, violation of club rules. Just cause for expulsion shall be defined as the
findings by the board of directors.

Members will be given opportunity to appeal such action and present
their case to the directors and membership.
